      *    Jomo Kenyatta was the leader of Kenya’s nationalist movement and first    president there.
     *     A developed nation is a country which is already well-established in trade, economics, and technology.
    *     A country which lacks modern technology and has a more traditional economy is a developing nation.
    *     General Abubakar was the Nigerian military leader who led his country to the first multi-party elections in 1999.
    *    The Pan-African Movement involved the concept where the Africans felt they deserved independence from the Europeans.  They had served faithfully during both world wars and this gave them the feeling that they had proved themselves worthy.
    *    The main difficulty in Nigeria’s quest to form a stable government was that ethnic diversity became a problem, not strength.    

    *     South Africa’s independence movement was a conflict between the British, Boers, and African tribes.   

    *    Kenyans were sent to foreign/mission schools and learned about democracy from these schools, They wanted it for their own people. This helped the Kenyans form their nationalist movements to gain independence from Great Britain. 

    *    The British maintained control of their colony in Kenya by favoring some ethnic groups over others and defeating any uprisings. 

    *    The motives for the Europeans to colonize Africa were to gain more land for their ever expanding empire, to obtain valuable natural resources for manufacturing and selling goods and to have a location where they could send their excess population . 

    *    The Belgium powers tortured and maimed the people of the Congo for its rubber trade.   
    *    Social Darwinism was considered a form of European racism because it proposed the idea that people in Africa were not as cultural and socially evolved as those in Europe.     

    *    Many people interpret the poem “White Man’s Burden” as that it was Europe’s/America’s responsibility to expand their empires and colonize all over the world.

    *    Nelson Mandela emerged as a leader in the anti-apartheid movement.

    *    The British and Dutch were the European powers that fought over the colonization of South Africa.   

    *    The major physical barrier in the continent of Africa is the Sahara Desert.

    *    The Aswan High Dam slowed the flow of the Nile River.  

    *    Sudan and Egypt’s main source of water is the Nile River.  

    *    Sudan is located in a portion of the Sahara Desert.      

    *    Zimbabwe, Tanzania, and Kenya are part of Sub-Saharan Africa.

    *     Muslims that live on the East African coast from southern Somalia to northern Mozambique are mostly Swahili.  Their religion blends Islam with their traditional beliefs in spirits.
